When three United Methodists were killed in Munga Dosa, Nigeria, in 

December 2024, it was the Rev. Eli Sule Yakku, along with other 

leaders stepped forward to provide leadership and ensure that United 

Methodists would remain calm and peaceful, while supporting the 

families and the village.  

Rev. Sule was educated at the United Methodist-related Banyam 

Theological Seminary in Bambur, Nigeria. His education enables him 

to combine knowledge, faith, and leadership skills to move the 

church and village forward. It would not have been possible without 

his education at Banyam. 

Together, we have an opportunity, through our generosity, to make a 

lifesaving, life-changing impact on the church and the world by 

supporting theological education outside the United States. 

We have chosen to be the co-chairs of a worldwide offering on 

Miracle Sunday, May 17, 2026, that will further the United Methodist 

vision to create a new generation of outstanding faith leaders outside 

the United States.
